IMPORTANT NOTE: Make sure all tabs are fully seated, and beams are locked to end frames.

Fig. 2 – Hook and secure beams to base of the frame. Fig. 3 – Hook and secure beams to top of the frame.
•	 Then place remaining beams at desired heights.

Fig. 4 – Attach the centre brace using nut and bolt provided.
•	 Place shelves into the recess.

Fig. 5 – Lock all beams onto the frame using pins provided.

• To assemble, fit the tabs into the holes at the end of the frames. A rubber mallet can be used to seat the tabs properly on the beams and braces. 
Tap gently and ensure the tabs are straight and fully engaged.
