Precautions

Only authorised personnel who have carefully read
and understood this manual should operate this
product.

Always wear adequate protective footwear when using
the jack.

Always ensure that the working area is well
illuminated and free from obstructions.

Keep bystanders at a safe distance during operation.

Allow a minimum distance of 0.5m between the

vehicle and surrounding objects to allow the vehicle

to tip when lifted.

Care must be taken when handling and lifting.

- Dropping the jack may result in damage to the
product or personal injury.

DO NOT modify this product in any way.

Stay alert to external interference that may cause the

raised load to rock during preparation and operation.

When not in use, lower the lifting arm, put the pump

handle into an upright position and twist it clockwise

until strong resistance is felt.

- This prevents the pump handle from creating a
trip hazard and holdsit in the upright position.

- Alternatively, lower the lifting arm, remove the
pump handle and lay it flat on the floor.

This jack does not emit noise that exceeds a level of

70dB(A) during operation.

5.2 Preparing the Vehicle to be Lifted

5.3 Correct Use of the Jack

« ALWAYS bleed the jack piston before use.

 ONLY operate the jack on solid, level and horizontal
surfaces.
- Aconcrete surface is recommended,
where possible.
WARNING! Never use the jack on any surface that is
slippery or may sink or rock.

» When positioning the jack, ALWAYS use the
manufacturer's recommended lifting point.
- These points vary between vehicles; consult the
manufacturer's manual or the Haynes workshop
manual for the specific vehicle information.

« Ensure that the lifting point is not dirty, greasy or
corroded.

« Thelifting point must remain centred over the saddle
during raising and lowering; off-centred loads may
slip and cause injury.

« Position the jack so that no part of the operator is
required to be underneath the vehicle at any time
during lifting or lowering.

« To prevent overloading, the jack is fitted with an
overload valve set at the factory.

Important: The overload valve should not be adjusted
under any circumstances. If the capacity of the jack is
exceeded, the valve will prevent the lifting operation.

« Take all precautions to prevent movement of the
vehicle during raising and lowering.

- Beaware that traffic and other external forces may
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cause the load to rock if used at the roadside.

Twisting the release valve anticlockwise opens the piston
valve and lowers the piston (Fig. 1).

7.1 Preparing the Jack

Prepare the jack correctly before each use:

1. Check the jack for bent, broken, cracked or loose
parts, and oil leaks.

WARNING! Do not use the product if defects are

present. If it is suspected that the jack has been

subjected to abnormal loads or has suffered any
knocks, withdraw it from service until the product
has been repaired.

2. Bleed the jack piston:

a. Assemble the handle by locating the pin on the
narrow part in the L-shaped groove of the larger
part and twisting to lock into place.

b. Place the larger, notched end of the handle over
the release valve.

c. Carefully twist the release handle anticlockwise to
open the release valve and allow the ram to drop.
Important: If the ram does not fully retract, use
your foot to force it into its lowest position and
drive any air from the piston.

d. Placethe large end of the handle into the handle
socket.

e. Pump the handle down and up at least 15 times to
lubricate the piston and expel any accumulated
air.

f. Place the handle over the release valve and twist
clockwise until strong resistance is met, closing
the valve.

CAUTION! DO NOT overtighten the valve as this
may damage the seal.

Twisting the release valve clockwise closes the piston
valve (Fig. 2).

3. Testthe jack:
a. Pump the handle down and up to raise the lifting
armto its highest position.
b. Observe the saddle to check that it does not drop.
4. If the piston begins to drop without intervention:
a. Openthe release valve anticlockwise and return
the piston to its lowest position.

b. Slightly loosen the piston chamber fill plug (5), to
allow any air to escape the chamber.

Escaping air will hiss as it leaves the chamber.
c. Tighten the piston chamber fill plug.
5. Test the jack again by raising the piston and ensuring
that it does not drop without intervention.
Repeat this process if necessary. If the issue is not

resolved after several attempts, contact Draper
Tools for assistance.

The jack is now ready for use.

Pumping the handle down and up raises the ram if the

release valve is closed. Twist the extension screw to raise

and lower it, if present.

7.2 Raising a Load

1.

Position the jack directly beneath the approved
vehicle lifting point.

See the vehicle manufacturer information for the
approved lifting points.

. Iffitted, turn the extension screw anticlockwise until

contact is made with the vehicle.

. Twist the release valve (9) clockwise until strong

resistance is felt.

. Insert the handle, pump the handle to lift vehicle to

desired height.
Use the full stroke range to lift more quickly.

Important: If the jack drops under load, safely lower
the load (see 7.3) and bleed the piston (see 7.1).

. Immediately secure the raised vehicle with an

appropriate axle stand, placing it as instructed in the
manufacturer information.

7.3 Loweringaload

WARNING! Always ensure that there are no persons or
obstacles beneath the vehicle before lowering.

Gently pump the handle (1) to raise the vehicle
slightly and allow the axle stand to be removed safely.

When the axle stand is clear, place the large end of
the handle over the release valve and carefully twist
anticlockwise to lower the load.

Important: The lowering speed is controlled by the
release valve. Grip the handle firmly and open the
valve slowly to maintain control of the load.

. When the vehicle is fully lowered, remove the jack.

If the extension screw has been extended, turn it
clockwise until it retracts enough to move jack away
from vehicle).

. Once clear of the vehicle, ensure that the extension

screw and ram are fully retracted.




8. Maintenance

Important: Maintenance and repair of the jack must only
be performed by qualified personnel with sufficient
knowledge of the hydraulics systems used in these
devices.

8.1 General Maintenance

» Keep the jack clean and regularly lubricate all moving
parts.
- Dust and debris may cause components to
become clogged or jammed, and the product may
not perform at its best.

» Protect the jack and its components from adverse
environmental and weather conditions, both during
use and when stored.

- The components may rust if exposed to damp air
for prolonged periods.

- Whenthe jackis notin use, make sure the ram is
fully retracted to avoid corrosion.

» Use only spare parts supplied by Draper Tools.

» Before each use, check the jack for signs of damage or
disrepair.

8.2 Checking and Replacing the Oil

To extend the working life of the product, keep the oil at
an appropriate level and replace it after periods of
prolonged intensive use.

CAUTION! Use AW 22 hydraulic oil. Never use brake or
engine oil.

WARNING! Oil spillage may cause the operating
surface to become slippery. Do not operate the jack on
oily surfaces.

To check, drain and refill the oil capsule:

1. Place the jack on a level, horizontal surface.

2. Fully lower the ram and place the handle in its lowest
position.

3. Remove the oil filler plug (5) and check the oil level.

Important: The correct oil level is 5Smm below the Oil
filler.

4. Ifthe oilis dirty or needs replacing:
- Drain any remaining contents into a container.
- Refill the capsule with new oil as required, keeping
the oil free of dirt.

CAUTION! Excessive quantities of oil may render
the jack inoperable.

5. Replace the piston chamber fill plug and wipe away
any excess oil.

Always drain the jack of oil before disposal. Dispose of oil
according to local regulations.

8.3 Storing the Jack
When the jack is not in use:

« Whenthejackisnotin use, make sure the ram and
extension screw are fully retracted to avoid corrosion.

« Store thejackinaclean and dry location, out of reach
of children.

8.4 Troubleshooting

Problem

Possible Cause

Remedy

The ram does not raise when the
handle is pumped.

The saddle drops once lifted.

The ram will not raise or drops
under load even after bleeding the
jack.

The valve is not fully closed.

The maximum load has been
exceeded.

The piston system is corroded.

The piston valve is not fully closed.

The hydraulics mechanism is
damaged.

Dirt or other contaminants may be
present in the mechanism.

Air may still be trapped in the
mechanism.

Use the handle to twist the release
valve clockwise until strong
resistance is felt and bleed the
piston if necessary.

Use an appropriately rated jack or
reduce the weight of the load. DO
NOT adjust the overload valve.

DO NOT use the jack. Contact
Draper Tools to discuss repair or
replacement options.

Use the handle to twist the release
valve clockwise until strong
resistance is felt and bleed the
piston if necessary.
