6. Preparing the Heater

6.1 Handle Fitment (32286, 32287 &
53926) - Fig.1

1. Alignthe holesin the upper housing with the two
mounting holes on the handle.

2. Fitthe handle (21) securely using the screws
supplied.

6.2 Handle & Wheel Fitment (32285 &
53926) -Fig.2& 3

1. Slide the axle (17) through the leg frame (14b).

2. Pushthe wheels (18) onto the axle (17). The
protruding hub goes on the inside.

3. Fitthe washer (19.1) to hold the wheel in place and
secure with the split pin (19.2).

» NOTE: Bend the ends of the pin to prevent it from falling

out during use.
4. Align the heater with the leg frame (14b).

« NOTE: The airinlet should be positioned over the
wheels.

5. Align the front (2) and rear (4) handles.

6. Use four of the bolts and nuts (20) to sandwich the
upper handle, fuel tank lip and leg frame. Then use

the remaining bolts and nuts to attach the handles to

the fuel tank lip.
6.3 Wheels & Leg Frame (32284 & 53925)
1. Centralise the axle (17) before clamping it to the
underside of the fuel tank with brackets (19).

2. Secure with the nuts and bolts (16) provided.

3. Follow steps 2 and 3in Section 6.2 to complete the
wheel assembly.

4. Align the heater with the leg frame (14a) and brackets

(15). Use the bolts and screws supplied to secure.

6.4 Fuels

» Use only standard clean Diesel or Kerosene heater oil
according to EN 267.

« IMPORTANT: Ensure the fuel tank is clean. Foreign
matter such as rust, dirt, or water will cause the ignition
control assembly to shut down the heater. Foreign
matter may also require the heater's fuel system to be
frequently cleaned.

» NOTE: Diesel or Kerosene should only be stored in a
black container that is clearly marked ‘Diesel or
Kerosene'. Never store Diesel or Kerosene in a red
container. Red is associated with petrol.

» NEVER store Diesel or Kerosene in the living space.
Diesel or Kerosene should be stored in a well-ventilated
area outside the living area.

» NEVER use old Diesel or Kerosene as it will deteriorates
over time and not burn properly in this heater.

6.5 Fuelling Your Heater

 Always fill the heater fuel tank outdoors.

Do not overfill your heater and be sure heater is level.
WARN!NG!: Do notfill the fuel tank while the heater
is running.

» DO NOT use or fill the heater without the fuel filter
fitted. The filter will prevent contaminates getting into
the tank and clogging the nozzle.

6.6 Ventilation

CAUTION: Risk of indoor air pollution. DANGER
OF DEATH. Use heater only in well ventilated areas.

« Provide a fresh air opening of at least three square feet
(2,800 sq. cm) for each 30,000 kcal/Hr. rating. Provide
extra fresh air if more heaters are being used.

Example: A heater requires one of the following:

- Atwo-car garage door raised six inches (15.24
cm).

- Asingle-car garage door raised nine inches
(22.86 cm).

- Two, thirty inch (76.20 cm) windows raised fifteen
inches (38.1 cm).

WARNING!: Never try to use the heater for the
purpose of heating residential rooms.
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7. Operating Instructions

7.1 To Start Heater

1. Fill fuel tank with appropriate fuel.

2. Fitthefuel cap.

3. Plug the power cord into mains supply.

 Extension Cable Wire Size Requirements:
- 6to10feet (1.8 to 3 metres)long, use 1.0mm
gauge cable.
- 1110 100 feet (3.4 to 30.53 metres) long, use
1.3mm gauge cable.

- 10110200 feet (30.8 to 61 metres) long, use
1.6mm gauge cable.

4. Turn 'THERMOSTAT CONTROL' (10) to desired setting
and press power switch to ‘ON' position. The power
indicator lamp (11) will light up and the heater will start.

If heater does not start, the thermostat setting may
be too low. Turn THERMOSTAT CONTROL' (10)to a
higher position to start heater. If heater still does not
start, turn power switch to ‘OFF' and then to "ON’
position.

7.2 To Shut Down Heater

Turn power switch to “OFF' and unplug power cable.

7.3 To Restart Heater

« Wait 10 seconds after stopping heater.
» Repeat steps under, TO START HEATER.

7.4 Fuel System

This heater is equipped with an electric air pump that
forces air through the air line connected to the fuel
intake, and then through a nozzle in the burner head.
When air passes in front of the fuel intake, it causes fuel
to rise from the tank and into the burner nozzle.

This fuel and air mixture is then sprayed into the
combustion chamber in a fine mist.

The electronic ignitor sends voltage to a specially
designed spark plug. The spark plug ignites the fuel and
air mixture.

The heavy duty motor turns a fan that forces air into and
around the combustion chamber where, the air is heated
and then forced out the front of the heater.

7.5 The Safety System

Temperature Limit Control: Designed to turn the heater
off should the internal temperature rise to an unsafe
level. If this device activates and turns your heater off, it
may require service.

Once the temperature falls below the reset temperature,
you will be able to start your heater.

Electrical System Protection: Electrical system is
protected by a fuse mounted to the PCB Assembly that
protects it and other electrical components from
damage. If your heater fails to operate, have this fuse
checked first and replace as needed.

Flame-Out Sensor: Utilises a photocell to monitor the
flame in the burner chamber during normal operation. It
will cause the heater to shut off should the burner flame
extinguish.

7.6 Storing, Transporting Or Shipping

CAUTION: Fuel tank MUST be empty before
shipping or transportation.

7.7 Draining The Fuel Tank

Place a suitable sized container under the drain plug (7)
and remove the plug to drain the fuel. Remove the fuel
cap (12) to assist the removal of the fuel.

If any debris is noted in old fuel, add 1 or 2 litres of clean
fuelinto the tank, wash around and drain again. This will
prevent excess debris from clogging the filters during
future use.

Replace both the fuel can and drain plug. Properly
dispose of old and dirty fuel in line with local disposal
regulations.

DO NOT dispose of old fuel into a main drains - this is
illegal.

Before storing, drain the fuel tank empty and clean the
heater as described in the maintenance section. Store
the heater in a dry place away from children. Make sure
the storage place is free of dust and corrosive fumes.
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8. Maintenance and Troubleshooting

WARNING: Do not carry out any maintenance
or servicing when the heater is hot, fan is still
running, or the power supply is connected.

Important: it is recommended that your heater is

serviced at least once a year by a qualified repair

8.1 Fuel Tank

Flush every 200 hours of operation or as needed.

8.2 FanBlades & Filters Care & Servicing

The fan blades, air intake, output and lint filters should
be inspected and replaced every 500 hours of operation
oronce a year. This should be carried out by suitably
qualified personnel. Contact Draper Tools to discuss

servicing options.

8.4 Troubleshooting
