1. Attach the rear axle assembly and struts to the hopper
-Fig.1:
a. Position the rear axle assembly (D) beneath the
rounded end of the hopper and align the holes.

Important: The two moveable struts should extend towards
the straight end of the hopper and bend slightly inwards.

b. Passtwo M8 x 45mm partial-thread round-
headed bolts (I) down through the two holes at the
rounded end of the hopper and through the arch
of the axle assembly.

c. Secure each bolt in place with an M8 washer (N)
and an M8 nylon-insert lock nut (Q).

d. Passtwo M8x20mm round-headed bolts (L) down
through the hopper, base bracket and struts, and
secure each boltin place with an M8 washer (N)
and an M8 nylon-insert lock nut (Q).

2. Attach the lock assembly to the hopper - Fig. 2:

a. Position the lock assembly (F) against the rear
straight end of the hopper so that the four holes
on each align.

b. Passfour M8 x 20mm round-headed bolts (L)
outward through the hopper and lock assembly
and secure each bolt in place with an M8 washer
(N) and an M8 nylon-insert lock nut (Q).

3. Attach the base frame to the front axle assembly
- Fig. 3: ) § W —«K
a. Place the base frame (B) on top of the front axle
assembly (C) so that the flat crossbar aligns with
the moving arm and the bracketed crossbhar wraps
around the arch.

b. Passtwo M8 x 35mm countersunk bolts (J) each
down through the bracketed crosshar and arch,
and secure them in place with an M8 washer (N)
and an M8 nylon-insert lock nut (Q).

c. Passtwo M8 x20mm hex bolts (K) each down
through the flat crossbar and moving arm, and
secure them in place with an M8 washer (N) and
an M8 nylon-insert lock nut (Q).

4. Attach the base frame assembly to the hopper- Fig 4: c. Ifnecessary, pull on the lock assembly handle (F)
a. Place the brackets of the base frame against the to allow the base frame to fall into place, then

5. Attach the wheels - Fig. 5:

a. Place an M16 x 7mm spacer (0) and then a wheel
(G) onto each axle, ensuring that the wheels' axle
sockets extend inwards.

b. Place an M12 washer (M) onto each axle and

secure the wheels in place using the four M12
nylon-insert lock nuts (P).

6. Attach the handle to the cart - Fig. 6:

a. Place the square bracket of the handle shaft (E)
around the forward arm of the front axle
assembly.

b. Passthe M8 x 62mm partial-thread hex bolt (H)
through the handle shaft and axle assembly, and
secure itin place with an M8 washer (0) and an
M8 nylon-insert lock nut (Q).

8. Operation

Important: Before using the cart, read and understand
all the safety instructions listed in this manual. Ensure
that the cart is fully assembled and that all fixings are
tightened before tipping the hopper.

8.1 Tipping the Hopper -Fig. 7

To tip the hopper, pull the lock assembly handle (F) and
lift the front end of the hopper upwards. When returning
the hopper to its original position, pull the lock assembly
handle while lowering the hopper into place and release
itto lock.

Important: The rear wheels of the cart move slightly
during the tipping operation. Ensure that the wheels are
not obstructed and that your feet are clear of their path.

8.2 The Cart Handle-Fig.8

The trolley handle can be used to anchor the product by
lowering it to the ground.

Important: Take care to avoid creating a trip hazard
when the handle is lowered.
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9. Maintenance and Storage

» Keep all moving parts well lubricated to avoid binding.

» Keep the tyres suitably inflated to prevent damage to
the wheels, axles and frame of the cart.

» Keep all fixings and attachments securely tightened
to prevent damage during use.

« Draper Tools recommends cleaning and drying the
product before storing it for extended periods in order
to prevent corrosion of the product frame.
