Depending on manufacture and model, some engine components do change. Please check with
Autodata or the manufacturer’s data before use.

Crankshaft Pulley Holding Tool (B)

Used with a suitable 2 drive ratchet or bar to hold the crank pulley still whilst loosening or
tightening the pulley fixing.

Auxiliary belt tensioner pin (D) :>

Use pin D to lock the auxiliary belt tensioner in its retracted position.
NOTE: There are several designs of tensioner used dependent on
the manufacturer, image shown for illustration purposes only.

Crankshaft Locking PIN (E)
Use pin E to align the crankshaft.

Camshaft Alignment Tool (A)
Use components A for the 1.6L
R9M engines. Use to align the
camshafts.

Chain Tensioner Pin (C)
Used to lock the cam chain tensioner
in its retracted position.
