o ONLY use the worktable plates in the manner
intended and when they are flat against the
worktable; they are not designed to accommodate
the force of the ram over reduced surface areas.

» Take all precautions to prevent movement of the
workpiece when operating the ram.

ONLY use the ram to press centrally on the workpiece.

- Workpieces that have been inserted incorrectly
can be ejected with significant force and may
cause significant injury or damage.

- ALWAYS ensure that the workpiece is safely and
securely positioned for the work and observe it
throughout the operation.

- Where the workpiece must be offset from the
centre in any way, pump with extreme caution
and care.

- Where excessive pressure is required to pump the
ram, stop the operation and adjust the setup to
make the workpiece more central.

WARNING! Due to the size and weight of the
components of this tool, assembly requires AT
LEAST two people to be completed safely. DO
NOT attempt to build this product on your own.

1. Use two M10 x 25mm hex bolts (L), M10 washers
(N), M10 spring washers (0) and M10 nuts (Q) to
attach each frame foot (C) to the base of the frame
assembly (A).

4. Place the upper slider plate (D) on top of the top

crossbar, with the two smaller holes above the
opening.

5. Align the lower slider plate (E) against the bottom

face of the top crossbar, with the pins pointing
upwards, and loosely secure the two plates together
using two M10 x 120mm hex bolts (K), M10 washers

(N) and M10 nuts (Q).

2. With the rounded end directed upwards, position the
hydraulic pump unit (F) against the side of the frame
assembly.

Important: The pump can be attached to either side
of the pump, but the pump handle must extend
upwards and face the front of the press frame.

3. Passthree M8 x 15mm hex bolts (M) each through an
M8 washer (P) and thread them outwards though the
upper slot and outer holes of the frame brackets to
secure the pump in place.

1. Open the pump release valve by rotating the valve
handle (14) anticlockwise.
Important: DO NOT rotate the release valve by any
more than two full turns.

2. Using the full stroke, pump the pump handle (4) up
and down at least 10 times.

3. Rotate the release valve handle clockwise to fully
close the valve.

Set the vertical position of the worktable as
appropriate:
a. Remove the locking bars (J) from beneath the
worktable.
Important: The worktable is heavy.
When removing the locking bars, support the
worktable appropriately and brace yourself for
the downward force.

b. Relocate the worktable to the desired position and
insert the locking bars through the appropriate
holes beneath the table frame.

c. Move the worktable plates (11) to the appropriate
position along the tabletop.

Important: ALWAYS ensure that the worktable
remains level.

Set the horizontal position of the ram as appropriate:

a. Loosen the retaining bolts on either side of the ram
slider plate.

b. Move the slider plate to the required position and
tighten the retaining bolts to secure it in place.
Important: The ram should ALWAYS be positioned
over the centre of the workpiece.

7.3 Operating the Ram

Important: Bleed the pump before EVERY use; see
7.1 Bleeding the Pump.

Ensure that the hose couplings at the hydraulic pump
(2) and ram (8) are securely fastened.

Ensure that the release valve is firmly closed by
rotating the release valve handle (14) clockwise
until strong resistance is felt.

Important: DO NOT overtighten the valve as this
may damage it.

Using the full stroke, pump the pump handle (4)
up and down to extend the ram and press against
the workpiece.

To release the ram pressure, rotate the release valve
handle anticlockwise no more than two full turns and
allow the ram to withdraw.




8. Maintenance & Troubleshooting

Important: Maintenance and repair of the press must

only be performed by qualified personnel with sufficient

knowledge of the hydraulics systems used in these
devices.

8.1 General Maintenance and Storage

« Check the oil before every use and replace it if

necessary; see 8.2 Checking and Replacing the Oil.

 Protect the press and its components from adverse
environmental and weather conditions, both during
use and when stored.

» Whenthe pressis notin use, ensure that the release
valve is left open and the ram is fully retracted.

 Before storing the product, apply an anti-corrosion
product to the pump pistons if appropriate.

« Store the productin a cool, clean and dry location,
out of reach of children.

8.2 Checking and Replacing the Oil

To extend the working life of the product, keep the oil at
an appropriate level and replace it after periods of
prolonged intensive use.

Important: This product is shipped with oil and should
not need to be filled before first use. However, Draper
Tools recommends still checking the oil before use.

CAUTION! Use AW 22 hydraulic oil.
NEVER use brake or engine oil.

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Remove the oil filler plug and dipstick (15) from the
rounded end of the hydraulic pump unit and clean it
using a cloth.

. Reinsert, tighten and then remove the dipstick and

remove it, then observe the oil level against the MIN
and MAX markings.

. Ifthe oilis dirty or needs replacing:

a. Detach the pump unit from the press and position
it upright with the rounded end directed upwards.

b. Rotate the release valve handle (14) anticlockwise
to open the valve.

c. Tip the pump unit upside-down and pour the oil
into a suitable container.

d. Rotate the release valve handle clockwise to
tighteniit.

e. Reattach the pump unit to the press.

. Ifrequired, top up the pump with hydraulic oil until

the level reaches the MAX marking.

CAUTION! Excessive quantities of oil may
render the pump inoperable.

. Reinstall the dipstick and wipe away any excess oil.

8.3 Troubleshooting

Problem
